1. Read a great book! 

2. Take a large sheet of white paper and divide it into 8 sections.   Paper will be provided at school.

3. In the first section, write the name of the book and the author. Also put your name in this section. 

4. In the next seven sections, draw pictures of what happened in the book. The pictures should follow the order of the story. The first picture should be the beginning of the book and the last picture should be the ending of the story. 
Be sure to color the pictures. 

5. This is a comic strip so you can use conversation bubbles or write at the bottom of the section what is happening. 
There should be some writing in each section. 

6. Your comic strip will be graded on the following: 
· Following the directions 2 points
· Neatness 2 points
· Colored drawings 2 points
· Telling the story through pictures (see rubric) 30 points
· Creativity 2 points

	Lists all the most important events that occur in the book without revealing the conclusion. 
	Lists most of the important events in the book, but either highlights unimportant points or reveals the conclusion. 

	Lists some events in the book, but information is incomplete or focused on less important points. 

	Captions and Thought and Speech Bubbles
	Directly related to the scenes and the book, and the connections are easy to understand.  Characters sound like they would in the book.
	Relates to the scenes and the book, but the connections are less obvious. Characters all sound the same.
	Does not relate well to the scenes. There seems to be no connection or connections are very general. 

	Characters 
	The main characters are clearly identified, and their actions and dialogue are well-matched to their actions and dialogue in the book. 

	The main characters are identified, but actions and dialogue are too general to show their relationship to the book. 
	It is hard to tell who the main characters are, or main characters in the comic are not the main characters in the book. 

	Background 
	Background is directly related to the theme or purpose of the book and enhances the understanding of the scene. 

	Background is generally related to the theme or purpose of the book. 
	Background seems randomly chosen OR distracts the reader. 

	Spelling, Punctuation, and Grammar 
	There are no spelling, punctuation, or grammar errors. 
	There are 1-4 spelling, punctuation, and grammar errors. 
	There are more than 5 spelling, punctuation, and grammar errors.
